T.S. KÊ Research Fellowship
1. Introduction
The Shenyang National Laboratory for Materials Science (SYNL) has established the T.S. Kê Research Fellowship program. The Fellowship aims to offer outstanding young scientists and engineers from all over the world the possibility of carrying out high-level research in areas of materials science and engineering at the SYNL. 
The Fellowship, named after Professor Ting Sui Kê who is a distinguished materials scientist, is funded by the SYNL.

The logo of the Fellowship is the head portrait of T.S. Kê.
The Institute of Metal Research, Chinese Academy of Sciences (IMR) authorizes the SYNL to organize the Selection Committee, which is responsible for the evaluation.
2. Fellowship Specifications
The SYNL hosts not more than three external and internal Fellowships each year, for a two-year duration and with a possibility of a one-year or two-year extension. Fellows are required to work full time at their Fellowship positions.
The salary falls within three pre-determined grades, which are RMB 100,000, 120,000, or 150,000 per year. The different salary grade is decided by the Selection Committee depending on the appointee’s qualifications and experience, and can be adjusted according to the research progress of the appointee. In addition, each appointee will receive a research grant amounting to RMB 500,000 in the three-year duration.

3. Eligibility
To be eligible for the Fellowship, applicants must have a doctorate completed less than three years prior to the date of application, and under 35 years old. Applicants are required to be Non-IMR staffs. Candidates with excellent scientific credential and outstanding collaborative spirit are expected.
4. Application Procedures

The Fellowship is evaluated twice each year. Annual application deadlines are April 30 and November 30. 

Interested candidates should submit the application form that is available online together with: 
1. Completed application form for T.S. Kê Research Fellowship;

2. C.V. giving detailed description of thesis and relevant experience;

3. A recommendation letter from the applicant’s collaborator in the SYNL;

4. Two additional recommendation letters;
5. List of publications and reprints of three key publications;
6. Copy of important certificates, including diplomas, awards and passport;

7. Detailed description of proposed research (Maximum 1000 words).
Applications are first examined by the relevant SYNL scientists and engineers, and then submitted to the SYNL Selection Committee. The Committee assesses applicants’ proposals based on the experience, and the relevance of the proposed research topic to the SYNL. In addition, an interview is possible if necessary. Final approval is subjected to acceptance by the IMR. Applicants are normally informed by letter in June of the year or January of the next year. The successful candidates can reserve the fellowship qualification for a year from the beginning of the approval.

5. Other Conditions
1. Successful candidates will receive a formal certificate from the IMR.
2. The IMR is responsible for the overall management of the Fellows, and a contract will be signed. The contents of work, responsibility, salary, condition, and intellectual property rights and so on will be defined in the contract.
3. Internal Fellows will have medical insurance, pension insurance, unemployment insurance and housing public accumulation fund according to the human resource policy of the IMR. The expenses will be paid from the Fellow’s salary, which will be defined in related agreements.
4. External Fellows should buy medical and accident insurance based on their own circumstances during the appointment term and pay the insurance costs by themselves. This should be defined in related agreements.
5. The IMR will not be responsible for providing the housing for the Fellows. (If Fellows need to rent an apartment of the IMR, it should be mentioned in the application.)
6. Fellows shall have a research project account which is authorized to use in the IMR. The research fund must be used according to financial regulations of the IMR.
7. All scientific achievements resulting from the contract work must include a statement such as: “… is supported by the T.S. Kê Research Fellowship.” The signature of all publications must observe regulations of scientific achievements and intellectual property rights of the IMR and SYNL. 
8. Fellows will be required to provide Annual Reports and a Final Report to the IMR.
9. The IMR reserves the right to withdraw or terminate the contract when the Fellows fail to fulfill the contract or the contract obligations according to the stipulated terms.
